2.5 This Agreement does not limit the rights of the Parties to conclude other agreements and
arrangements.

I1I. General Provisions

3.1 Disputes and discrepancies regarding the interpretation and implementation of this Agreement
are resolved through negotiations and consultations between the Parties.

3.2 Each party has the right to amend or terminate this Agreement by providing written notice to the
other party no later than 6 months before the expiration date of the Agreement.

3.3 For the implementation of specific cooperation programs, the parties conclude additional
agreements that specify responsible persons, timelines, sources of funding, and other conditions for
their implementation.

3.4 The funding of specific cooperation programs under clause 3.3 of this Agreement will be

regulated by separate agreements concluded by the Parties in accordance with the current legislation
of Ukraine and Switzerland.

IV. Term of the Agreement

4.1 This Agreement enters into force upon its signing by both Parties. The Agreement is valid for 5

years, after which it is automatically renewed for the next 5 -year term.
V. Final Provisions

5.1 This Agreement is drawn up in Ukrainian and English in two copies, both having equal legal
force, with one copy for each of the Parties.

5.2 In cases not provided for by this Agreement, the Parties are guided by the current legislation of
Ukraine and Switzerland.

5.3 The Agreement will enter into force from the date of signing by both Parties.
